A programme of cooperation in science & technology is implemented between Governments of India and Belarus based on the bilateral agreement signed in 1993.

· Advanced Materials;

· Laser Science & Technology;

· Mechanical Engineering (including Energy);

· Electronic & Communication Systems;

· Computer and Information Technologies; and 

· Medical Research (including drugs and pharmaceuticals); and 

· Biotechnology

Modes of cooperation / implementation methodology

Joint research and development projects 

Each project will normally be of three year’s duration and will be implemented through exchange of scientists/specialists/technical personnel and information. Research proposals will have to be developed jointly by the researchers of the two countries in the prescribed format. Funding under the programme is provided for supporting the visits only between the two countries. Actual project running costs will have to be obtained by the implementing institutions from their own sources. Proposals will have to be submitted to the nodal agencies responsible for overall management of S&T cooperation between the two countries. Department of Science & Technology (DST) India and State Committee for Scientific Research in Belarus.

Joint scientific and technological symposia, conferences and workshops 

Joint Workshops/Seminars on mutually agreeble areas / themes would be organised in India or Belarus aimed at facilitating identification of areas of mutual interest and joint project formulation. The size of the visiting delegations will be limited to 6 members only. Scientists/Institutions interested in organising such joint workshops/seminars should first communicate with their counterparts and the proposal should be submitted to nodal agencies on the two sides. The proposal should consist of information like Topic, Indian/Belarussian organisers/participants and their brief bio-data, Dates, Venue, Justification/Expected outcome of the workshop/seminar, List of presentations and technical visits planned, budget requirements etc. While, the hosting side covers all the local organisational expenditure, the sending side will cover the international fare for the visiting scientists. 

Financial terms for visits for projects/workshops etc:

1. The sending side will cover the travel expenses for return trip between the capitals of the two countries.

2. The host side will meet the following expenses in connection with the visits of scientists/specialists/experts: 

· Cost of transportation of the visiting personnel and his/her baggage from the air-port to place of stay and back; 

· Domestic inter-city travel expenses in its own country connected with the agreed upon program of the visit; 

· Airport tax, wherever necessary;

· Accommodation in a suitable hotel / guest house;

· Allowance Rs 300/- per day to Belarusian visiting personnel in India and in accordance with the Legislation of the Republic of Belarus to cover boarding and other personal expenses to Indian visiting personnel in Belarus; and

· Free medical facilities including hospitalisation in a government recognised hospital in the event of sudden illness or accident.
