	INTRODUCTION


Indo-Belarussian cooperation in Science & Technology is implemented under a bilateral agreement signed in 1993. The programme facilitates bilateral cooperation between the scientific communities of two countries by way of joint research projects, bilateral workshops/seminar, focused exploratory visits of scientists, visit of thematic scientific and composite (scientific and industrial) delegations.The Department of Science & Technology, Ministry of Science & Technology, Govt. of India provides up to 10 fellowships each year to young brilliant Belarussian scientists to pursue research work in Indian laboratories or in academic /R & D/ Industrial organizations, preferably aimed at joint technology development and transfer. 

	eligibility


Those Belarussian working scientists, with established credentials in their field of specialization who are willing to work in Indian organizations for 4-12 months at a stretch are eligible to be considered. Those in the age group of 35-45 years would be preferred.  

	Financial Terms


· International passage cost (from Minsk to place of work in India and back)

· A fellowship @ Rs 12,000 per month and free furnished accommodation, in the Guest House of the host institute

· Medical Facilities as provided to the scientists of the host institutions.

	 APPLICATION PROCEDURE


The applicants should obtain consent letters from their Indian counterpart describing the title and brief plan of work proposed under the fellowship. The duly filled in application form in the prescribed format alongwith necessary attachments, complete in all respects, should be forwarded by the candidate through their Indian host scientist to the Department of Science & Technology (DST) at the following address. Final offer will be made by the DST after evaluation of the applications through appropriate mechanism.
